Ice Pads:
1. Centennial Park Arena   
376 College Ave. W., Guelph, ON
519-837-5623

The directions on www.arena maps.com are a little misleading : DO NOT turn into the Centennial Secondary School  parking lot - you must turn (very first left if travelling west from Highway 6 and right if travelling from east) at the intersection that has the light on College and follow the small road as it winds behind College Heights SS into a parking lot. The arena entrance is the one closest to the school.  
2. Exhibition Arena

This is a single pad facility located in the east area of Guelph.  This is an older pad and there is no snack facility available in this location. There is a warm viewing area available upstairs. 
3. Sleeman Centre 

50 Woolwich Street 
Guelph, ON N1H 3V1
This downtown arena—where the Guelph Junior A Storm plays—is being used only on Friday and Sunday. There is a parking garage that is connected to Sleeman that is accessed from MacDonnell Street: it is the most easterly one near the intersection of Woolwich. Drop your player(s) off at the second floor doors which lead right to the dressing room hallway, and then proceed to park.  
For the teams playing at Sleeman on Friday  -  we would like to thank              the co-operators for paying for the $8.00 parking fee that would normally be charged per vehicle for parking at the Sleeman Centre on Friday.
Parents please be advised –  if you follow the below instructions you will not be charged and you will not be ticketed. However …we will not be responsible if you do not follow the instructions.
Parents are to park on the top level of the east parkade (all other levels are permit parking and tickets will be issued if you park on these levels). (Please note after parking – the entrance to the arena is on the second level.) 
Sleeman is connected to an indoor mall, food and beverages and shopping may be found there.
4. University Red & Gold Arenas

This is a twin pad on the U of Guelph campus that is south central Guelph. There is a small Tim Horton’s located right in the arena, and upstairs is the Gryph sports bar and restaurant grill that is open for you. This upstairs restaurant overlooks the Red arena for your viewing convenience. 

5. Victoria/Victor Davis Recreation Centre:

This is a single ice pad in east Guelph where the Guelph Junior B Dominators play. Viewing area is upstairs. There is no snack facilities available at this location.

6. WERC I and II ( West End Recreation Centre) Ice Pads

This is a twin pad facility located in northwest Guelph that also houses a pool, library and gymnasium. There is a small grill called “In the Crease” located in the arena by Pad 1.  Registration –for both ice pads--is beside WERC rink pad 1 in the Lions Lair Room. Please try to park in the back — behind Pad 2
All vendors will be located at this facility as well as the main scoring.
